1. _____ Research 2-3 articles related to any culinary topic and write a half page summary and response 
2. _____ Create a historical timeline profiling your favorite food (3 sources minimum).

3. _____ Create a game or puzzle that teaches others about any culinary topic, 15 questions minimum. Include both a blank copy of your game, and the key or answers (Tip: Search online for puzzle makers, such as Discover Education)
4. _____ Complete a recipe review for a home cooking assignment or food made in class. Explain results in relation to food science using at least 2 sources. *Recipe review forms can be found in class or on our class website. 
5. _____ Research and summarize a current food trend (one year or recent). Create a recipe card with your own unique recipe based on this new food trend. Your recipe card must be your own unique recipe and include a title, illustration or picture, ingredients, and directions. 
6. _____ Research a country or region of your choice. Discuss how the culture, history, and traditional crops impact the food eaten in the country or region (200 words). Include a copy of one significant recipe based on your research. This recipe can be printed directly from online.  
7. _____ Create an advertisement for an existing food festival, culinary event, or farmers’ market of your choice. Using a minimum of two sources to find out more about the event. Include highlights such as the theme, location, dates, food served, and attractions. Note: students can attend the event rather than using two sources.
